The Salons

The three function
rooms of the Spanish
Riding School provide
the perfect setting for
exclusive receptions and

events of all kinds.

All three rooms offer a wonderful view of the
Michaelerplatz, one of the most beautiful squares in
Vienna’s city centre. The three salons can accommodate
up to 110 guests and the baroque Winter Riding School
(which is also available for hire) is accessed directly
through a connecting door.

These rooms form part of the Imperial Palace’s northern
facade, known as the Michaelertrakt, which was built
between 1889 and 1893 according to plans by Joseph
Emanuel Fischer von Erlach under Castellan Kirschner.
They follow three themes: the Salon of the Imperial

Horses features paintings depicting the Lipizzaners and
the classical horsemanship of the School; the Salon of the
Court Studs houses paintings of former imperial court
studs Lipica and Kladrub, and last but not least, the Salon
of the Winter Riding School features paintings by Ignace
Duvivier and Julius von Blaas.

Experience
the unique atmosphere of the magnificent courtly building in all its unexpected dimensions and learn about the roof
structure made of 2,000 wooden links. The fantastic view of Vienna's city centre from above is a real highlight.

After this visual treat, it’s time to meet the stars of the Spanish Riding School. We'll head to the unique Stallburg — the
oldest preserved original sixteenth-century Renaissance courtyard. Accompanied by anecdotes from bygone days, you
can get up close and personal with our Lipizzaners and try your hand at being a horse whisperer.
